Curiously, the wines of Beaujolais have become a misnomer by
way of the annual jug juice of mid-November, better known as
“Beaujolais Nouveau.” Truly, to speak of Beaujolais Nouveau along
side Village and Cru level Gamay juice is synonymous with trying
to compare Orvieto with Mosel Riesling. They are simply in two
different worlds. With that in mind, below we have compiled a
selection of Cru level Beaujolais that appropriately reflects the
characteristics of the villages from which they come from. All made
from 100% Gamay, the variant attributes can be separated into
three classifications: light, medium and full bodied, respectively.
The lighter examples, with soft tannin, great acid, red fruit and
floral notes would be those of Brouilly, Régnié and Chiroubles.
Bumping up a bit to more medium weight are those from the
villages of Fleurie, Saint Amour and Céte de Brouilly, as you’ll find
darker notes of black fruit, violets and subtle aromas of earth.
Lastly, the fullest of the bunch come from the hamlets of Chenas,
Julienas, Morgon and Moulin-a-Vent. Here you’ll encounter chunky,
juicy fruit, pleasant amounts of earth and at times structured
tannin, all the while maintaining Gamay’s most precious features,
freshness and acidity. Having said that, it’s safe to concede that
these are absolutely fabulous food wines, providing options for an
array of dishes. So, depending on what mood your in, find a place
for one of these beauties from the Southern end of Burgundy.
Because not only do you get extreme value with your meal, but
more importantly, with each sip you will secretly marginalize that
mid-November grape juice that happens to have alcohol.

GIUSEPPE QUINTARELLI:

This quirky, artisanal winemaker from the Veneto is unlike any in the
world. He is the king of the apassimiento (dried-grape) style, bringing
his prodigious wine crafting talent to bear on his wines. Apassimento
wines are super-concentrated and strong with flavors of dried fruits.
Recioto is a dessert style and Amarone is dry, although many of
Quintarelli’s Amarones have residual sugar. They are made from the
local Corvina grape, blended with Rondinella and Molinara. The Alzero
is an Amarone-style wine made from raisinated Cabernet Franc grapes.
Alzero is a bit more chocolately whereas the Amarone is more redolent

of dried fruits. These wines are not for the faint of heart.
